FACILITY STATISTICS
· 138,000 square feet, more than double the size of the former facility
· 81-acre plot along Rock Haven Road in Harrisonville, Mo., allowing for facility growth and new development to support health care services in the region

· $59 million – final project cost
PRIVATE & SEMI-PRIVATE ROOMS

· 35 rooms 

· 21 private medical/surgical rooms

· 4 private intensive care unit rooms

· 7 private + 3 semi-private behavioral health unit rooms (for therapy purposes)
· 240-square-foot medical/surgical unit rooms designed with “zones” for the patient, families or visitors, and caregivers
EMERGENCY DEPARTMENT
· 9 private rooms total (formerly 5 beds)
· 1 large cardiac treatment room that can be partitioned to accommodate two patients
· 3 rooms specialized for the treatment of trauma, orthopedic and obstetrical/gynecological cases
SURGERY
· 3 large surgical suites designed to accommodate any surgery done today
· 12 recovery bays for patients emerging from anesthesia
· 9 private rooms for outpatient surgical preparation and post-recovery care
