Medical center features latest technology, specialty staff, elements of nature in design
HARRISONVILLE, Mo. (September 18, 2009) – Cass Regional Medical Center today announced the upcoming grand opening of its brand new facility with an official ribbon cutting and dedication ceremony. 
Formerly Cass County Memorial Hospital and later, Cass Medical Center, the new Cass Regional Medical Center addresses space constraints of the former facility and accommodates advanced technological equipment to create the best environment for patient care. Built upon an 81-acre plot along Rock Haven Road, the new location also will allow for future growth. 
From sophisticated surgical suites to an elite water therapy unit, the new site not only offers Cass County and greater KC area residents the latest in technology but also the latest in healthcare design by incorporating elements of nature to aid in the healing process for patients.
“We tried to envision the future of healthcare in our region as much as possible when planning for the new facility,” said CEO Chris Lang. “Cass Regional Medical Center reflects the very latest in healthcare architectural design, and allows us to accommodate advances in medicine and expand our services. We feel we have accomplished what we set out to do, and we are so proud of our new medical center.”
At 138,000 square feet, more than double the size of the former facility, with a total project cost of $59 million, the new facility is bustling with 234 full-time and more than 130 part-time employees. Featuring 32 all-private beds and 3 semi-private rooms, the rooms are designed to promote the best patient care while simultaneously allowing staff to use the space most efficiently. The 240-square-foot medical/surgical unit rooms have distinct “zones” for the patient, families or visitors, and caregivers.
With a staff of more than 100 physicians – including specialists – and approximately 25 physicians on active medical staff, patients receive personalized, attentive care. The new specialists clinic allows Cass Regional Medical Center to comfortably accommodate its specialists in more than 15 areas, including cardiology, dermatology, gastroenterology, gynecology, pulmonology, nephrology, neurology, oncology, ophthalmology, orthopedics, otolaryngology (ear, nose and throat), pain management, podiatry, rheumatology and urology. 
The emergency department has nine private rooms with three rooms specialized for the treatment of trauma, orthopedic and obstetrical/gynecological cases. The medical center can accommodate any surgery performed today in one of the three large surgical suites.

In addition to boasting some of the best technological and advanced medical services currently available, the Cass Regional facility also embraces the outdoors through its nature-inspired interiors, which feature natural, harmonious color schemes and views of two beautiful gardens on the campus. The Healing Garden features a reflecting pond and fountain, while the Memorial Garden boasts a large gazebo and courtyard with bricks engraved in memory of and in honor of over 200 individuals. Both gardens have winding paths lined with benches to provide places for quiet renewal and relaxation.
The interior corridor walls serve as art galleries with 150 total pieces of art hanging throughout the medical center, including 30 photographs from familiar and picturesque local locations

“After many years of strategic planning, the Cass Regional Medical Center staff is so pleased to open our new facility to the citizens of Cass County and the greater Kansas City region,” Lang said. “We look forward to caring for the person in each and every patient and believe our new medical center will help us continue to do just that and more.”
